The Relative Sea-Level Change values are projected under a high emissions scenario (RCP 8.5 median 50™ percentile) by the end of the century.
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Damage to coastal residences and infrastructure
due to storm surge, erosion, and flooding.

Dangers of losing land, culture and valuable
archaeological sites are amplified.
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Saltwater could infiltrate and contaminate
critical freshwater supplies.

Indigenous and rural communities with limited
access to health services may experience further
disruptions due to storm surge and flooding.
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
